I Built-in color screen
I OPL3 sound chip
I Extension port that is basically ISA (but needs an extra PCB)
I Compact flash as “hard disk”
I USB for mass storage



Issues

I Crappy screen
I Lack of connectivity
I Very limited use of USB (only up to 1 GB)
I Unclear legal situation of BIOS and OS



Conclusion

I Can run Area5150 (very cool demo!)
I Can use OPL3 for slightly cliché video game sounds (e.g.

Adlib)
I Modern retro computing in a portable form factor
I Can be “freed” using a proper open source bios and FreeDOS
